
Weatherization for Rindge Police Station Building
Introduction

The Town of Rindge is seeking a bid for work to be completed by February 25, 2012, in accordance with a grant awarded through the New Hampshire Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant Program; this program is funded through the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act and the Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant program as approved by the U.S., DOE, OEP and TRC. All contracts for work under this bid, must comply with specific federal requirements, including but not limited to, the Davis-Bacon Act clause1, the Buy American Act clause (Section 1605 of ARRA)1, the National Environmental Policy Act clause1, and National Historic Preservation Act1. 

Applicants should refer to Exhibit A of the contract between the Town of Rindge and TRC Environmental Corporation for compliance requirements. The Board of Selectmen reserves the right to reject any or all bids and to negotiate with the successful bidder in the best interest of the Town.  All applicants must adhere to all Federal, State and Local regulations and guidelines as it pertains to the activities of their project.   No faxes will be accepted. Women and Minority owned businesses are encouraged to apply. EOE.  
A firm fixed-price contract award will be made in writing. The current prevailing wage rate in accordance with the Davis Bacon Wage Act Clause for New Hampshire, Cheshire County (http://www.wdol.gov/dba.aspx#8 and enter NH33 for the DBA WD number) is as follows and should be used as the minimum wage rate in your bid proposal:

The Rindge Energy Commission requests proposals for envelope sealing, weatherization, and insulation of the Rindge Police Station. 
Approximately 50% of the heating oil is wasted from heat loss through the ceiling and distribution losses from the ducts located in the attic. Improving the envelope to conserve fuel in the winter will help reduce heat gain from outdoor temperatures, but cooling loads will remain significant due to internal heat gains. 
High infiltration/exfiltration rates from leaks and gaps in the shell also cause higher heating and cooling loads, as well as monstrous ice dams, though is still ineffective in providing adequate air exchange air in a small, sometimes crowded building with small rooms and existing air quality concerns.  Again, air sealing the envelope will reduce energy costs, even though mechanical ventilation with heat recovery is also recommended to assure good indoor air quality.
The goal of this project is to conserve energy and to improve the comfort and safety level of the occupants of this crowded building.   
Requirements

Envelope 
1. Reduce uncontrolled air infiltration: Install new gaskets or weather-strip both exterior doors. 

2. Install thermadome over attic access hatch. 

3. Upgrade ceiling thermal barrier to an effective R55 min and seal and insulate ducts. 

a. Remove all existing fiberglass on attic floor and organize and label all wires. 

b. Repair or replace duct work as necessary; mastic seal all joints; insulate to R5. 

c. Metal flash and fire stop caulk around chimney. 

d. Add fastening to truss connections (as advised by structural engineer) 

e. Build up 18” platform for Repeater and for storage. 

f. After verifying that the ceiling tiles can withstand the high temperatures associated with the selected product, spray 1-2” of closed cell foam over entire attic floor, including joists to create a continuous air, vapor, and thermal barrier. Also spray over top plates at perimeter. 

g. Blow in 15 inches of cellulose in an even layer. 

4. Air seal windows. 

5. Seal all ductwork in furnace room.
Selection Criteria

The selection criteria used to evaluate the bids are listed in descending order of importance:

· Plan for performing services: When services are being procured, the vendor’s plan for performing the required services.  All products must be produced in the United States (see Buy American Requirements below). 
· The cost of the services to be provided.
· Understanding of the project and it's objectives.   
· The degree of completeness of the vendor’s response to the specific requirements of the RFP.  
· Qualifications of the vendor: The qualifications and experience of the vendor and, in particular, the project team members assigned to the project.
· Availability of the vendor and ability to complete work in a timely manner: The personnel, equipment, and facilities to perform the services currently available or demonstrated to be made available at the time of contracting. This criterion should include considering the current and projected workloads of the vendor that would affect its ability to perform the required work on schedule, and the availability of key personnel to be assigned to the project.  This project must be completed by February 25, 2012.
· Experience with similar projects: A record of recent past performance of similar projects of similar scope.
· Past performance: The past record of performance on contracts with government agencies or private industry with respect to such factors as control of costs, quality of the work, and the ability to meet schedules.
· Reputation: The vendor’s reputation for personal and professional integrity and competency.
Timelines

· Weatherization bids will be reviewed and selected by the Rindge Energy Commission in consultation with the Town Administrator, Director of Public Works, and the Chief of Police.  A walk through of the building will take place on Monday December 12th at 9 am.  Bidders are requested to have submitted bids by December 16th, 2011 at 5 pm.  Bids will be reviewed and bidders notified by December 22, 2011.  This project must be completed by February 25, 2012.
American Recovery and Reinvestment Act Requirements

BUY AMERICAN 
The Sub-recipient agrees to comply with the Buy American requirements in Section 1605 of ARRA. Unless this requirement has been waived by a competent federal authority pursuant to 2 CFR 176.140, none of the funds appropriated or otherwise made available by the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act may be used for a project for the construction, alteration, maintenance, or repair of a public building or public work unless all of the iron, steel, and manufactured goods used in the project are produced in the United States. When using funds appropriated under the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (Pub. L. 111– 5), the definition of ‗‗domestic manufactured construction material‘‘ requires manufacture in the United States but does not include a requirement with regard to the origin of the components. Production in the United States of the iron or steel used as construction material requires that all manufacturing processes must take place in the United States, except metallurgical processes involving refinement of steel additives. These requirements do not apply to steel or iron used as components or subcomponents of other manufactured construction material. There is no requirement with regard to the origin of components or subcomponents in other manufactured construction material, as long as the manufacture of the construction material occurs in the United States. 

As used in this ―Buy American‖ term and condition: 

(1) Manufactured good means a good brought to the construction site for incorporation into the building or work that has been: 

(i) Processed into a specific form and shape; or 

(ii) Combined with other raw material to create a material that has different properties than the properties of the individual raw materials. 

(2) Public building and public work means a public building of, and a public work of, a governmental entity (the United States; the District of Columbia; commonwealths, territories, and minor outlying islands of the United States; State and local governments; and multi-State, regional, or interstate entities which have governmental functions). These buildings and works may include, without limitation, bridges, dams, plants, highways, parkways, streets, subways, tunnels, sewers, mains, power lines, pumping stations, heavy generators, railways, airports, terminals, docks, piers, wharves, ways, lighthouses, buoys, jetties, breakwaters, levees, and canals, and the construction, alteration, maintenance, or repair of such buildings and works. 

(3) Steel means an alloy that includes at least 50 percent iron, between .02 and 2 percent carbon, and may include other elements. 

Domestic preference. (1) This award term and condition implements Section 1605 of the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (Recovery Act) (Pub. L. 111--5), by requiring that all iron, steel, and manufactured goods used in the project are produced in the United States except as provided in paragraph (b)(3) and (b)(4) of this section and condition. 

A federal law, commonly known as the ―Buy American Act,‖ 41 U.S.C.A. § 10A-10D, exists as a separate and additional legal limitation on the use of ARRA federal funds. The Sub-recipient agrees to use only domestic unmanufactured construction material, as required by the Buy American Act. 

The Sub-recipient acknowledges to and for the benefit of the State of New Hampshire that it understands the goods and services under this Agreement are being funded with monies made available by ARRA and such law contains provisions commonly known as ―Buy American;‖ that requires all of the iron, steel, and manufactured goods used in the project be produced in the Unites States (―Buy American Requirements‖) including iron, steel, and manufactured goods provided by the Sub-recipient pursuant to this Agreement. The Sub-recipient hereby represents and warrants to and for the benefit of TRC that 

(a) The Sub-recipient has reviewed and understands the Buy American Requirements, 

(b) all of the iron, steel, and manufactured goods used in the project funded by this agreement will be and/or have been produced in the United States in a manner that complies with the Buy American Requirements, unless a waiver of the requirements has been approved by federal authorities, and 
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(c) The Sub-recipient will provide any further verified information, certification or assurance of compliance with this paragraph, or information necessary to support a waiver of the Buy American Requirements, as may be requested by the State. Notwithstanding any other provision of the Agreement, any failure to comply with this paragraph by the Sub-recipient shall permit NHOEP/TRC to recover as damages against the Sub-recipient any loss, expense or cost (including without limitation attorney‘s fees) incurred by NHOEP/TRC resulting from any such failure (including without limitation any impairment or loss of funding, whether in whole or in part, from NHOEP/TRC or any damages owed to NHOEP/TRC). 

The Sub-recipient agrees to certify compliance with a certification in the following form: 

1. Identification of American-made Iron, Steel, and Manufactured Goods: Consistent with the terms of the bid solicitation and the provisions of ARRA Section 1605, the Sub-recipient certifies that the bid on which this Agreement is based reflects the Contractor‘s best, good faith effort to identify domestic sources of iron, steel, and manufactured goods for every component contained in the bid solicitation where such American-made components are available on the schedule and consistent with the deadlines prescribed in or required by the bid solicitation. 

2. Verification of U.S. Production: The Sub-recipient certifies that all components contained in the bid solicitation that are American-made have been so identified, and the Sub-recipient agrees that it will provide reasonable, sufficient, and timely verification to the State of the U.S. production of each component so identified.
